Emergency contingency requested to attend National Tournament in St. Paul, MN, qualified in regional tournament.  $4,100 funded in full as travel costs have already been halved.

BBB Society

Unique mission, but recruitment of freshmen is lacking. There is no sustainable plan put in place to ensure that will not miss future General Body Meetings.  Group seems to be getting back on track with more vibrant leadership, but SAC would like to see more success in holding its regular events again before re-recognition.

City Step

CHAC recognized program that teaches dance to kids at four schools around Philadelphia, established at Penn in 2004. Want SAC funding to gain outside recognition and gain more creative control over their own shows. Good recruitment and stable method to ensure underclassmen are being groomed for board ascendancy. 

Penn Bioethics Journal 

Not entirely unique:  Not really that different in objectives from Bioethics Society.  Since journal has always been published through Bioethics Society budget, has never proved capable of running without SAC funds and is not looking for outside funding.  New SAC groups first need to prove that they can successful fulfill their mission before being funded by SAC.  There is no legitimate reason to fund magazine separately when it is already being printed under Bioethics Society budget, and desire to expand is not specific. 

Sangam

Group lost SAC Recognition around 2004 due to heavy board turnover and disorganization, but has now been holding regular Chai Chats for the last year. Distinguish from South Asia Society because SAS is focuses on culture and performances, while Sangam is a South Asian discussion group about identity and issues in the South Asian community. 
Undergraduate Sports Business Club

Part of WSBI research center, started 1 year ago but have only recently held events.  SAC suggests that group have been active for at least a year before recognition and prove that it can successfully hold the kind of events that it plans to have regularly.  While group has put on events recently, we would like to see the group mature and put on some of the bigger events that it has planned before SAC grants recognition.

WQHS
SAC is very concerned about WQHS’s ability to fulfill its own mission, a necessary quality for SAC recognition.  We also recognize that the station is unable to improve without some SAC support, so re-recognition is granted with the condition that no new capital purchases will be funded by SAC until requested changes are seen (only operational costs will be considered in 2007-2008 annual budget).  SAC is looking for active recruiting and publicity about the station, more institutionalized board structure and institutionalized methods for working with SAC, and an effort to seek funding for projects that SAC is unable to fund.  Group should provide a plan to SAC Exec for its improvement.

Women’s Club Volleyball
Women’s Club Volleyball is asking for the tournament fee and travel expenses to attend the Women’s Club Volleyball National Tournament in Louisville, Kentucky. Got American Airlines quotes from Penn Rec. Tournament fee to be funded at full $925.00. Costs of flights ($3,300), hotel ($1,200), and transportation ($100) are halved as per SAC standard on travel.
