Penn Science
De-recognized for missing DART training and one GBM.  

· Group has made institutional changes:  designated 2 editors-in-chiefs to attend DART training each fall, all business staff and editors-in-chiefs added to SAC listserv, use listservs instead of personal emails so entire board is aware of information, set up cell phone chain.  In addition, has continued to publish journals regularly and seems well organized overall.  


Hawaii Club  

Expanding cultural show to include Hawaiian musician, Justin Young.  Told in Annual Budget to come back for show costs when they could be better itemized.

· $100/$100 approved in costumes for hula performance as group has been using old costumes for several years, and they need to be replaced.  Expected to re-use these next year.  

· $1,155/$1,283 in Facilities/Security for Houston AV/Tables, Audio Assistants, Guards and Housekeeping.  90% per facilities standard.  

· $100/$1,200 in Honoraria/Services.  $477.60 not approved for airfare as ticket was already purchased, no retroactive funding.  $60 not approved as SAC does not fund cabs to/from Philly airport.  $100 for honoraria as per SAC standard.  


MEChA

National MEChA conference in Denver.

· No funding because a regional conference was just funded.  Most ethnic/cultural groups receive no funding at all for conferences, but an exception was made for MEChA because SAC believed that the regional ECCSF conference at Yale would bring tangible benefits back to Penn’s campus and help Penn MEChA network regionally to get ideas for events at Penn.  


KSA

Expanding upcoming cultural show with a variety of acts instead of usual play.  Will include a short play, video, a cappella, drumming and a comedian.  Only AV and flyers previously funding in Annual Budget.

· $660 request in Equipment moved to Honoraria/Services.

· $461/$512 in Facilities, after 90% standard for facilities.

· $660/$1060 in Honoraria/Services.  $550 for speaker system rental from outside vendor, with lower cost than PQ.  $110 for piano tuning for piano performance by student in show.  $0 for Danny Cho event, judged to be a new event and group should show that it can succeed in this type of event beforehand.

· $0/$360 in Travel/Conference since Danny Cho portion of event will not be funded.


Penn Taiwanese Society

Facilities for cultural show.  Only parts were approved in Annual Budget, told to come back for facilities once costs could be itemized.

· $500/$500 in Facilities for stage and furnishings.  Approved in full instead of 90% because this is only a portion of facilities costs, rest funded by group revenue.  


Synchronized Swimming

Qualified for nationals at regional tournament March 3. 

· $450 in Dues moved to Travel/Conference.

· $1,035/$1,619 in Travel/Conference.  $450 for registration and parking fee in full.  $585 for travel fees:  $329.95 for 5 day van rental, $250 for gas/tolls and $589.30 for 4 nights and 2 rooms at Days Inn all approved at half as per travel standard.

Men’s Club Volleyball

Qualified for nationals at regional tournament.  

· $0/$20.39 in Communications as mailings are not usually funded, and the cost was already paid, no retroactive funding.

· $1,310 in dues moved to Travel/Conference.

· $4,591/$8,038.32 in Travel/Conference.  $1,310 in conference registration/NIRSA dues approved.  $2,435/$4,870 approved for airfare, with PennRec quote of $487 a piece.  $753/$1,504.32 approved for Louisville Hotel for four nights and three rooms.  $0/$168 for cabs to/from Philly airport since these are not funded.  $93/$186 for cabs in Louisville approved as is cheapest option for getting around.

Dzine-2-Show

Show was moved to larger venue, Museum of Archaeology and Anthropology, instead of Hall of Flags due to overwhelming demand last year.  

· 2,133/$2,133.08 in Facilities/Security for outside vendor’s platform, stairs, rails and skirting.  PQ will not provide services in Museum.  Full cost was $2,719.50, SAC had previously granted $210 for the runway, leaving $2,509.50, and group has offered to cover 15% of cost so no cut was taken.
