QSA:  Want to reallocate $510 from Equipment/Supplies to Facilities/Securities to cover costs of drag   show held on March 22 in Harrison Rooftop Lounge. E/S costs were lower than anticipated, but costs for F/S were higher than expected. 

· 0/$510 approved for reallocation because $1100 already allocated for Drag Show facilities in 2006-2007 budget. 

UTV13: Need Newtek Tricaster, dim packs, sync generator, waveform monitors totaling $10,225. 

· Full $10,225 granted for Newtek Tricaster, dim packs, sync generator, and waveform monitor

· Sync generator takes signals from multiple cameras and combines it to one. Without it, have jumps between camera switches. Currently works periodically.

· Waveform monitors allows them to balance colors between cameras. . 

Asian Student Union: Need travel/conference fees to invite Ken Oak Band to perform at annual Date Auction on April 6 totaling $200. 

· Needs to be moved to Honoraria. 

· Approve $200/$200 in Honoraria for fuel costs for Ken Oak Band.

Black Students League: Want $431 in emergency contingency for microphones, tables, anchor speakers, security fee, and screen for Black Student League Spring Formal for March 31 and $75 for DJ fee for Formal. 

· Tables with linen are $26  (not $10 as previously thought)

· Table cost is actually $204, NOT $364 because previously funded $160 for 16 tables at $10 each. 

· DJ fee has gone up from $250 to $325, so cost is actually only $75. 

· $431 granted: $194 given for tables. $0 funded for mics because $30 given last time for 2 mics, which should cover $20 for mics, and then additional $10 will go towards tables.  

· $75/$75 granted for DJ fees in Honoraria. 

Pennvelopes: Want $345 reallocated from Honoraria/Services to Supplies for Hawaiian carnival instead of hiring Magician. 

· $175 granted for Equipment/Supplies: cannot grant money for leis, hats, and prize assortment because SAC cannot fund prizes, and cannot provide money for shipping and handling because SAC cannot fund mailing-related activities. 

Penn Equestrian:  Want $2,438.20 in contingency for Regionals, Zones, and Nationals. 

· 3 riders qualified for regionals, 1 for zones, and 1 for nationals. 

· Grant: $467 granted in emergency contingency for zones and regionals. Full conference fees and half of all travel. 

· Grant: $305 granted in contingency for nationals. Half of full conference fees and half of half of all travel. 

· Qualify for regionals by getting certain number of points every year. Coach is not included in entry fees. 

Best Buddies: Were de-recognized for two consecutive absences at GBM (dates not specified). 

· Re-recognition not recommended.

· Want to see institutionalization, a manual, a clear delegation of duties. 

· Want to see them successfully move through this transition period before we re-recognize them. 

· We usually don’t suggest board turnover at the end of the year because summer transitions are difficult. If they are ready to start strong in the Fall of 2007, then we would reconsider next semester. 

· Work with CHAC to improve. 

Japan Student Association: Hosting 2nd Annual Iron Chef cooking competition. Collaborating with CSA, KSA, Penn Hawaii and Latino Coalition. Received only $350 from Intercultural Fund, but need $300 for equipment and performance fee for Sean Koh. 

· 5 organizations each has 3 chefs. Provide food, entertainment for the audience. 

· Grant: $0 in Equipment/Supplies and $0 in Production because it is not essential to their mission. 

· We have already funded the B-ball tournament.
