Men’s Ultimate Frisbee: Asking for $300 for hotel, and $416, and $200 in tournament fee, for a total of $916 in emergency contingency depending on qualifying for Regional Tournament on May 5-6 in Edinboro, PA. Teams must place in the top three spots at their sectional tournament. 

· Sectional tournament is April 14-15. Likely to qualify for regional tournament. 

· Granting $558 in total

· Granting $200 in full due to SAC policy of funding tournament fees in full. 

· Funding Hotel at half: ½ ($300) = $150 due to SAC policy of funding half of lodging. 

· Funding gas at half: ½ ($416) = $208 due to SAC policy of funding half of travel costs. 

· Played more extensive schedule than normal this year. 

WEPIC: Want to reallocate $90 from PPP to Facilities and Security for sound and lighting for the PATC event, which is a talent show which brings in kids from Penn as well as from Penn.

· E-mail was sent prior to the event, so it is not retroactive. 

· $90 reallocated from PPP to Facilities and Security

Penn Review: Want $1800 in contingency to publish this year’s issue, due to mix-up in OSL, money for this year’s issue was used to fund last year’s issue. 

· Sharon withdrew money for last year’s issue from this year’s budget to pay Replica Printing. 

· Spent $2000 this year on publication from last year, so the 2005-2006 budget was never used. 

· Publish one issue annually. 

· 75%of $2400 total cost of funding publication = $1800 - $250 that is already present in the 2006-2007 budget = $1550 total. 

Armenian Students Association: Want SAC recognition to explore Armenian heritage, raise awareness about Armenian issues. 

· Armenian Club used to exist, but dissolved. 

· Had elections last year, and started holding events, which had 6-12 people each. 

· Armenian Genocide was a major focus for the organization in the Spring. 

· Publicity: to Penn community and Armenian community of Philadelphia. 

· Recruitment: Had table during NSO. Would like to increase in size. Need to make more an effort. 

· Recognition recommended. 
Outing Club: Asking for $496.69 in emergency contingency due to SAS policy change for vehicle rental. 

· Have been using the vehicles for the entire year. 

· Vans were budged for “ambitious trip schedule”. Want to continue the same schedule trip. 

· Granted: $497, due to SAC’s policy of rounding up. Following breakdown is at 40%:

· $216 for Lehigh River Whitewater Rafting

· $103.20 for Climbing at New River Gorge

· $53.69 for Pine Barrens Canoeing 

· $123.80 for Assateague Camping

Minorities in Nursing: Requesting re-recognition after de-recognition due to three GBM absences. 

· 6 board members, primarily rising juniors and sophomores. However, there are organizational problems. 

· Organization consists primarily of 6 board members, which is too shaky of a membership. 

· People are interested in mission, but group is not executing events well enough that participation is upheld.

· Recruitment is a major problem. 

· Re-recognition will not help group with their mission. 

· Re-recognition NOT recommended. 

Women’s Water Polo: Want $2221.38 to play in conference championships at Penn State to qualify for national tournament. 

· Tournament is April 14-15 in Williamstown, PA

· Expect to qualify for nationals.

· Use mini-vans (7 people). 

· Granted: $1111, as per SAC policy of rounding up to compete in regional tournament. 

· ½ ($791.88) = $395.94 for car rental as per SAC policy of funding half of travel.

· ½ ($214.50) = $107.25 for gas as per SAC policy of funding half of travel.

· ½ ($592.50) = $296.25 for hotel as per SAC policy of funding half of travel.

· ½ ($30) = $15 for toll as per SAC policy of funding half of travel. 

Women’s Ultimate Frisbee: Want $1391 in emergency contingency to compete at regional tournament May 5-6 in Edinboro, PA. 

· Number of participants has not been finalized.

· Have paid for last two tournaments out of pocket.

· Sectionals are April 14-15, but are paying for it out of pocket because it should have been in budget for this year. 

· Generally fund one extra tournament for SCC groups. 

· Grant: $699 to attend regional tournament. 

· $175 granted in full for tournament fee

· ½ ($416) = $208 for gas as per SAC policy of funding half of travel.

· ½ ($632) = $316 for hotel as per SAC policy of funding half of travel.

Glee Club:  Want $797.54 reallocated from Production budget to Costumes. This year, there are more incoming members of the group with “unique” sizes. 

· Needed for tails that have already been purchased. This is retroactive and against SAC funding. 

· Reallocation of $798 NOT recommended. 

Want a loan of $15,769 to finance the 145th Anniversary Gala and Alumni Concert to be held on May 12. 

· Trying to raise $150,000 by 150th Anniversary. Alumni gala is a capital kick-off. This is to supplement the part-time Director’s salary, and to recruit new director. 

· Raising revenue vis-à-vis Gala, recording the event for the sale of CDs and DVDs, silent auction. 

· Group is in debt. Why should Exec trust Glee Club?

· Facilities costs are not recovered until the end of the year

· Revenues from the Spring show have not yet come in. 

· Everything from this point forward is revenue-generating. 

· Criminology commencement, GSE lunch, Dental School breakfast, Models of Excellence

· Alumni Association events are also commonplace. 

· June 30 is desired deadline for debt repayment (end of fiscal year). 

· Loan of $15,769 Recommended. 
Penn Taiwanese Society: Want $110 in emergency contingency. 

· Originally thought cost of facilities was $500, but value has changed. 90% of that value is $508.50. Were awarded $450 previously, so requesting $58.50 for facilities. 

· Quotes were received on March 27. 

· Grant: $110
· $30 granted for AV media

· $80 granted for Facilities/Security cost of Bodek. 

Penn Pakistan Society: Want $90 for 6 mics, $350 for Performing Arts Sound System Complete, $100 for Yamaha Monitor Wedge (x2), $234 for Audio Engineer, and $41 for Housekeeping all for the PPS Annual 

Spring Reception, for a total of $815 minus the $249 already present, for a final total of $566 in emergency contingency. 

· Majority of expenses are for Synergy (Penn group) to play. 

· Grant: $0
· 2006-2007 budget allowed for one large, performance-based show, and smaller shows. This added performance group makes this the second large event, which SAC Exec does not fund for Ethnic/Cultural groups. 

· Found out about band performing last week.

· SAC normally funds one major cultural event per year. In the event of not getting SAC funding, will tap into non-SAC revenue. 

Propaganda Silk: Challenging de-recognition. 

· Representative insists that she was on time in the cases that she was marked tardy. 

· Did not hear back from anyone on SAC Exec after e-mail sent on March 16. 
· Challenge Negated.
